








COURSE OFFERINGS

PERSONAL FITNESS (ccc 131)
FL Course Number: 2105310 .5 credits
June 8 - June 26 8:00 am - 12:00 noon

This course is required for all ninth graders. It provides an introduction
to team, individual, and dual sports with emphasis on physical wellness.
There is a classroom component for this class.

CHRISTIAN LIFESTYLES (ccc 141)
FL Course Number: 0900330 .5 credits
June 8 - June 26 8:00 am - 12:00 noon

This course provides a forum for student investigation and discussion of
a variety of interpersonal relationships. Students are expected to analyze
and evaluate lifestyles and choices, with special emphasis on dating,
marriage, and family. The goal is to enable students to take a more
sophisticated and intelligent look at relationships in which they may find
themselves, as well as to recognize the danger signals present in various
relationships. This course is open to IB students only.

ECONOMICS (ccc 347)
FL Course Number: 2102310 .5 credit
June 8 - June 26 8:00 am - 12:00 noon

This course studies the basic principles of microeconomics and
macroeconomics. In particular, students study historical trends, the U.S.
system of free enterprise, and comparative economic systems.

This course is offered to rising seniors only.

GLOBAL STUDIES (ccc 351)
FL Course Number: 2104320 .5 credit
June 8 - June 26 8:00 am - 12:00 noon

This course is required for all eleventh graders. The purpose of this
course is to prepare students to assume their role as citizens of a global
society. The course covers the cultural, political and economic develop-
ment of various regions of the world. The content includes a focus on
interdependence, global issues and geography.

This course open only to students in grades 11 & 12.



CINEMA AS LITERATURE (ccc 223)
FL Course Number: 1005365 .5 Credits
June 8 - June 26 8:00 am - 12:00 noon

Cinema demonstrates all of the same elements of form that literature
does and provides students an emerging way to exercise and enhance
their knowledge of literature. This class will approach cinema with the
understanding that all media begins as literature. Students will evalu-
ate, discuss, and analyze films from various time periods and genres.
Futhermore, students will be exposed to classic films that will enhance
their understanding of culture, history and art. Units will begin with a
topic discussion, followed by a film viewing. Students will complete a
viewing analysis for preparation for a class discussion. Films will be bro-
ken down, and the class will conduct small projects relating to the film and
the currnet topic. At the end of each unit, students will write an analysis
of the film previously viewed.
