





HISTORICAL SKETCH

The Clearwater Central Catholic High School is an institution for the continued edu-
cation and training of young men and women for the service of God, Church, and State.
It is under the direction of the Bishop of St. Augustine and is staffed by diocesan Priests,
the Sisters of Mercy, and Catholic laymen éud laywomen.

Previous to the construction of the high school at its present site, in 1962, students
of the area attended the 9th and 10th grades at St. Cecelia's Parish under the supervi-
sion of the Right Reverend Monsignor Thomas A. Colreavy and the Sisters of the Holy
Names. However, with the increased number of students at St. Cecelia's, it soon be-
came necessary to provide separate high school facilities for the parishes of the area.
The Reverend Fathers Bernard McFadden and Keith Symons were aPpoimed by the Most
Reverend Archbishop to join with the:. 'pastors in the planning of the new high school.

As a result of this inter-parish cooperation, construction of the high school began on

February 2, 1962, and the school began its first year of operation at its new site on

September 4, 1962.



THE COMPLETED SCHOOL



Admission to the Central Catholic High School is restricted to the parishioners of the parishes served
by the school. Each student seeking admission to the high school must furnish a duly certified transcript
of his elementary school record or of high school credits earned elsewhere. A comprehensive entrance-
placement examination is given in the spring of the year to determine the student's ability range. Stu-
dents transferring from other high schools whose curriculum is substantially the same as that of the
C.C.C.H.S., may be admitted with advance standing. Others may be admirted with provisional stand-
ing dependent upon their particular year. Failure to meet with the minimum academic requirements after
a period of six weeks may result in withdrawal of provisional standing and demotion to the lower grade.

Academic failures due to lack of effort, indifference, neglect of work during the semester, or evi-
dence of the student's inability to comply with the customary regulations of high school life will be

deemed sufficient cause for a recommendation of withdrawal from the school.
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EXPENSES

Tuition at the C. C. C. H. S. is $17.00 a month for one student, $22.00 for two students of
the same family, $25.00 a month for three students of the same family. Payments may be made
yearly - one payment due October 1st; by semester, due October 1st and February 1st; or month-
ly, beginning September 1st,

No student will be refused admission to the high school because of parent's inability to pay

all or part of the tuition.. Arrangemenis for low rates are to be made with the school president,

STUDIES

Class periods are of fifty-five minute duration. Written examinations are given in all courses at the
end of each six week marking period. The final grade for the course is computed on the basis of class
work, assignments, and examination results.

One credit is given for each course in which the student achieves a passing grade of 70%. The unit
of credit is five hours per week per school year, Credits are not entered until all of the prescribed exam-

inations have been passed and all other work satisfactorily completed.
