One-hundred percent (144) of Clearwater Central Catholic High School (CCC) Seniors have been accepted to over 40 colleges and universities including the University of Florida, Florida State University, University of Tampa, Belmont Abbey College, University of Georgia, Georgetown University, Florida Gulf Coast University, Flagler College, John Carroll University, Clemson University, The University of Alabama, Columbia University, Florida Institute of Technology, Georgia Institute of Technology and Stanford University.  A total of $3,568,000 in scholarships, for both academics and athletics, has been offered to the Class of 2007.  Saturday’s ceremony marks the 44th Commencement since CCC’s founding in 1962.

The 2007 Co-Valedictorians are Sara Cheikelard and David Driscoll, each having a cumulative grade point average of 4.4915.  Sara will attend Clemson University in South Carolina and plans to major in Architecture.  David plans to attend Georgetown University in Washington, D.C., will major in Biology and plans to attend medical school. The 2007 Salutatorian is Nicole Fregosi who is graduating with a cumulative grade point average of 4.4831.  Nicole plans to attend the University of Florida and will major in Microbiology. 
The President’s Education Award, a certificate which is given to the top 10% of the graduating class and signed by President George W. The criteria are that the student has a GPA of 3.5 or above on a four-point scale and has earned a varsity letter in two FHSAA sanctioned sports in each of the last two years.
